     The season of Lent is a good time to begin discernment of  
Jesus’ question, “Will you follow me?” for our church. 
     My first call was to a church in a rural village with a  
population of about 300 people. Askov, Minnesota is 60 miles south 
of Duluth and 110 miles north of St. Paul. My wife Marge had  
accompanied me to a Minnesota Synod Assembly.   
     As we were headed back up I-35 we were talking and I said “I’ve 
been thinking,” and then went on to the topic I wanted to  
express.  I no longer have any idea what it was I was thinking about.   

 Marge then said, “When you say that, my heart wants to rise to my throat.”  
Or some such thing.  In her family her parents talked over matters behind the 
scene.  But it was always her father that made the announcement as to decisions 
that were made. Her thought was that I had come to a decision about something 
and that I was announcing what we were going to do without discussing it with 
her. 
 My response was, “Nooo…I’ve been thinking, that’s all.  I have no idea if it is 
something we are going to do or not. It depends on both of us” So we decided on 
a code phrase so that neither of us would hit the panic button when an idea was to 
be put on the table…”I’ve been thinking.”   
 In the coming months we will be discerning, thinking, what some possible 
directions our congregation will look at as we gaze into the future.  
 The Council has “been thinking” by studying a manual written by an ELCA 
pastor (one of our own) titled Blueprint for Change.  The manual discusses a 
number of factors of church life that we may need to address in a different way.  
 During the month of March a brief workshop titled Test Your Community IQ 
Workshop will be held on Sundays with two time slots to choose from that will 
last no more than an hour; 9:00am and 11:45am. The schedule will be in This-N-
That, the Worship Bulletin, and in this newsletter. This is an opportunity to “be 
thinking” in a small group setting about the future shape of our area. 
 May 17 after worship a Vision2Action Forum for the congregation can “be 
thinking”  together as we discuss what the Council has been working on. 
  When you hear me say, “I’ve been thinking,” do NOT panic.  I am thinking 
out loud so that we all can be in conversation together for the welfare of our  
congregation and to listen to what God has in mind for us.

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+  Generosity  +  
   Bishop Wayne Miller explains the connection between Mission and Worship, 
that is, Stewardship. 
 “The trunk of the tree that connects worship with mission and ministry is stewardship.  
Stewardship is more than a support structure.  It is the transfer mechanism, the open channel 
through which all of the life, hope and grace received in worship rises into our mission and 
ministry and through which all of the life and energy of our mission and ministry returns again 
to our worship as an offering.  Without stewardship our mission and ministry floats aimlessly in 
midair without being grounded anywhere.  Without stewardship the glorious experience of our 
encounter with Christ in Word and Sacrament sees the light of day.  I am captivated by a meta-
phor.” 
 Another way to look at this is to picture CLC as a tree.  Worship feeds the root 
system.  Stewardship ( = Generosity) draws nourishment from Worship upward into the 
trunk of the tree.  At the center of the tree someone has carved into it a heart with a 

cross….the love of Christ for us. Mission is represented by the leaves.   
 Trees with sick looking leaves means the trunk and root system are equally sick. Trees with wonderfully  
vibrant,  lush, green leaves indicate a healthy trunk and root system.  
 Over the years we have always struggled with expenses and income, but have managed to make ends meet. In 
this deeper recession than our nation has experienced in a long time, we will need to work together so that we can 
be that vibrant tree where mission and ministry flourish.   
 God is an incredibly generous God. In Jesus, we have received grace and peace at no cost to us. God has 
given us all the resources we need.  Those who worship on a weekly basis know how they are nourished through 
Word and Sacrament. I have found it is these people who are the most generous because they experience the  
generous grace of God each week.           --Pastor Roger  

Christina Wallace began seminary on February 2. 
 

There are three preliminary steps for a member of our denomination to enter seminary to be an ordained pastor.   
1) Christina has completed her Bachelors Degree.  2) She has been approved by our Synod (Indiana-Kentucky Synod).   
3) She has been accepted into one of our eight seminaries; for Christina she has chosen Wartburg Seminary in Dubuque, 
Iowa. 
 

Preparation to serve as a pastor takes four years to obtain a Masters in Divinity (M.Div.). The first two years are at the 
seminary. There is a summer Clinical Pastoral Education program (three months, unpaid) usually in a hospital. The third 
year is as an intern/vicar (paid) in a church under the supervision of an ordained pastor.  The fourth year is back at the 
seminary. When Christina completes her M. Div. she will still need to be approved by the faculty of the seminary and the 
Indian-Kentucky Synod to be a candidate for ordination.  To be ordained, Christina will need to have been issued a call by 
a congregation to serve them as their pastor. 
 

The cost of attending seminary is about $25,00 per year (for the first, second, and fourth year).  A seminarian fund has 
been established at CLC and will be used to help pay the costs of books and other fees. 
 

We have established a Candidacy Support Group which our denomination recommendations.  The group members are: 
Karyn Fentress, Jan Kopischke, Dara Kubiak, Matt Whitelaw, and Pastor Roger. Our 
responsibilities are the following: 
 This group will: 
   + Commit to praying for Christina 
   + Stay in touch with her on her behalf of the congregation 
   + Providing welcome and hospitality whenever she is in town 
   + Administer the Seminarian Fund in consultation with the seminarian and Council 
  The Pastor will: 
   + Provide appropriate opportunities for Christiana to preach, teach, or otherwise provide public leadership  
                          for the congregation when available 
   + Make sure Christina remains on the mailing list of the congregation 
   + Visit Christina at Wartburg Seminary, Dubuque, Iowa annually and take her to lunch for pastoral

New Study Find Children Who Live 
with Biological Parents and go to 
Church Fare Best Developmentally 
 
WASHINGTON, December 17, 2008 
(LifeSiteNews.com) - A new study from the 
Mapping America project, co-released by 
more than 30 state family policy councils, 
has fund that children have fewer problems 
at school and home when they live with 
both biological parents and frequently at-
tend religious services.  Children with 
one factor in their favor, but not the 
other, fall in between, scoring less well 
than those who have both factors going for 
them, but better than those who have nei-
ther factor in their favor. 
 
Dr. Nicholas Zill, the founding president 
of Child Trends, and Dr. Philip Fletcher, 
a research psychologist at Westat, co-
authored the new study, which analyzes 
data from the National Survey of Chil-
dren's Health.  
  
Among their remarkable findings: children 
in this group are five times less likely 
to repeat a grade, less likely to have be-
havior problems at home and school, and 
are more likely to be cooperative and un-
derstanding of others' feelings. Parents 
of these children report less stress, 
healthier parent-child relationships, and 
fewer concerns about their children's 
achievement. These differences hold up 
even after controlling for family income 
and poverty, low parent education levels, 
and race and ethnicity.

24 sts + 28 rnds = 4 inches [10 cm] in St st (k every rnd). 
BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR GAUGE. When you 
match the gauge in a pattern, your project will be the size 
specified in the pattern and the materials specified in the 
pattern will be sufficient. If it takes you less stitches and 
rows to make a 4 in. [10 cm] square, try using a smaller 
size hook or needles; if more stitches and rows, try a lar-
ger size hook or needles.

HAT Cast on 48 (60, 72, 84) sts. Distribute sts evenly on 
4 needles and join for working in the rnd, being careful 
not to twist. Work in St st until piece measures 4 1/2 (5, 5 
1/2, 6) inches [11.5 (12.5, 14, 15) cm] from  
beginning. Shape Crown 
Rnd 1 *K 4, k2tog; repeat from * – 40 (50, 60, 70) sts. 
Rnds 2, 4, 6, and 8 Knit.  
Rnd 3 *K 3, k2tog; repeat from * – 32 (40, 48, 56) sts. 
Rnd 5 *K 2, k2tog; repeat from * – 24 (30, 36, 42) sts. 
Rnd 7 *K 1, k2tog; repeat from * – 16 (20, 24, 28) sts. 
Rnd 9 K2tog around – 8 (10, 12, 14) sts.  
Rnd 10 K2tog around – 4 (5, 6, 7) sts. Cut yarn, leaving a 
6" [15 cm] tail. Thread tail through remaining sts, and 
fasten off securely. Weave in ends.
